Your application for admission to the January 2007, Bachelors in Science degree in Nursing has been reviewed. The class has been selected, based on published criteria.  Congratulations!  You will be accepted pending satisfactory completion of currently enrolled required courses.     
Please return the enclosed RESPONSE FORM to us as soon as possible to reserve your seat.  If we do not hear from you by November 7, 2007 your space will be given to another applicant. A nonrefundable $200.00 tuition deposit is required to reserve your seat and must be paid to the Bursar’s office, and a copy of the receipt must be submitted with the RESPONSE FORM no later than November 7, 2007.   When you register for the program, this deposit will be applied towards your tuition. A form to assist you is also included in this envelope.

We have initially designed the course progression to assist students who are currently employed. Therefore, courses are being offered either totally on-line or one day a week face-to-face at the Medical Center Campus on Wednesdays. In order to complete program requirements we will initially offer two courses per term. The scheduling of two courses per term will result in your completion of the ten BSN courses in five terms. All but two of these courses will be offered face to face in assigned classrooms or will be taught via an online format. 
Enclosed are required documents that must be completed in order to satisfy clinical agency requirements.  The College is now conducting criminal background screenings and drug testing on all employees, students and any other person who participates in clinical training at a healthcare facility.  This is mandatory and must be favorably completed by all new students before starting the program.

You will be required to provide a current CPR/BLS card, and should be validated through August 2009.  If you need to complete an 8-hour CPR/BLS course, you can call (305) 237-4177 for a schedule of these classes.  Please submit a copy of the completed CPR card and all health documents to us at the orientation.  Make copies of all original health information and retain a copy for future use.

We look forward to receiving your response and meeting you at the orientation session which has been scheduled for December 5, 2007 in room 1175 at the Medical Center campus at 4:30 p.m.
