Personal statement essay instructions: Explain in 500-1000 words the impact that your 
study abroad experience will have on your academic, professional, and personal goals.   Talk 
about how the IFSA scholarship will help you achieve those goals.  Highlight your motivation 
for the overseas experience, how you will benefit from it, and why you have chosen the site 
and program that you’ve chosen for your study abroad experience.   
 

 Service learning project proposal essay (500-1000 words) 
 
Service learning project proposal essay instructions: One of the goals of the IFSA study 
abroad experience is to develop your skills in leadership and civic responsibility.  With this in 
mind, you will be expected to create and implement a service-learning project during your 
study abroad experience.  Service-learning is the combination of community service and 
classroom instruction, with a focus on critical, reflective thinking as well as personal and civic 
responsibility.  With guidance from your host institution and Miami Dade College, you will 
have to select a service project related to your course of study, learn about the social issues 
you will be addressing, provide service, and demonstrate what you have learned.  Explain in 
500-1000 words examples of service-learning projects you might like to participate in while 
you are abroad.  What kinds of links exist between the project(s) that you are considering and 
your academic, personal, and professional goals?  Make sure to mention any service-learning 
activities that you’ve already been a part of in your community, as well as other 
extracurricular activities (i.e. club memberships) that have already helped strengthen your 
leadership skills and civic engagement in your community.  How will you benefit from 
participating in service-learning abroad and what specific contributions do you expect to 
make to the community in which you will be conducting your project?  What details or 
arrangements can the program provide to ensure your success in the project while you are 
abroad? What kinds of activities do you plan to develop in order to share your study abroad 
and service-learning experiences with MDC and your community once you have returned?
