and Fridays between 8:00 - 1:00 pm. The test is not timed but the average test time is 2 
hours. The sections of the test include Reading, Sentence Skills, Elementary Algebra, 
Arithmetic, and College Level Mathematics. 

Miami Dade College administers the ACCUPLACER as a method to assess student 
basic skills.  These scores are used to place students into college level and/or 
remedial courses.
