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Miami Dade Transit  Bus Pass & Tokens Procedure

What is Transportation-Disadvantaged? You are Transportation-Disadvantaged if:

a) You do not own a car

b) You do not have enough income to buy a bus pass or tokens
and
c) You are not receiving bus passes or tokens from other sources.

Bus passes are an incentive for clients to achieve Workforce goals: completing training and finding a job. 
Bus passes/tokens are to be used to:

a) Travel to and from the Working Solutions Program

b) Travel to and from your classes

c) Travel to and from your job interviews and later employment. 
There will be a new way to distribute bus passes and tokens to clients.  These new procedures begin in January, 2006.
	Bus Pass/Token Day is always the last Wednesday of the month for the next month.  
We will be available from 8:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. on that day.  
Remaining tokens and passes will be available the next day, and thereafter.  

	The State of Florida requires us to make copies of certain documents.

Clients who have not given us all documents can not get tokens or bus passes. But once you bring in documents, you can get tokens or bus passes.    

	After you get a job, bring your paycheck stub to our Job Developer. 

She will ask you some questions, and call your employer to prove employment.  She will make sure that you obtained your new job after you began at the Working Solutions Program.  Then, for two months, you get a Priority Bus Pass. This Priority Bus Pass will be held just for you.  We will hold your pass for one week.  
Former clients (from previous years) can also get a Priority Bus Pass for two months after they get a job. 

	After you complete and pass your second course with us, you will get one Priority Bus Pass. 
This Priority Bus Pass will be held just for you.  We will hold your bus pass for one week. 
If you complete a third course the next month, you will get another Priority Bus Pass.  
Each time you complete one of our courses, you will get one Priority Bus Pass that month.

	All other clients can pick up 40 tokens on the Bus Pass/Token Day.   Or, there may be bus passes available on Bus Pass/Token Day.  These bus passes and tokens will be distributed on a first-come, first-served basis.

	Clients must present their current bus pass in order to obtain a new bus pass. 

	If by the 8th  day of the month, there are still bus passes available, former clients (from previous years) will become eligible to receive them on a first-come first-served basis.
