Crime Alert (Timely Warning) 
Armed Robbery  

 
On September 27, 2021, at approximately 7 p.m., public safety was 
notified that a robbery occurred on the 3-floor restroom of building 3000. 
The victim reported that another unknown black male entered the 
restroom after following him. The subject then pulled out a weapon and 
demanded that the victim transfer the sum of $500 via phone application 
to a designated account. The victim complied and the suspect left the 
scene. The Miami Police Department is investigating the incident. 

 
The suspect is described below: 

• 16-20 year old Black male, 5’10’’ 130 lbs., thin build. This suspect was 
wearing a black shirt and black pants.
